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Preamble

Whereas, a Memorandum of Understanding “MOU” was executed on May 9, 1993, and June 11, 1993 by the UCSD Administration herein referred to as “UCSD”, the Associated Students and the Graduate Student Association herein after referred to collectively as “AS/GSA”, and registered student organizations at UCSD referred to as the Co-operatives “Co-ops”; and,

Whereas the MOU remains in effect on a month to month basis at the sole option of UCSD until the MOU is re-negotiated by the parties to that MOU or until UCSD provides written notice to the Parties of its intention to terminate the MOU; and,
Whereas the MOU calls for a Master Space Agreement to be executed between the AS/GSA and the University Centers herein referred to as “Centers”; and,

Whereas it is the intent of Centers and AS/GSA that the MOU apply to this Agreement until such time as Centers provides written notice to AS/GSA of its intention to terminate the MOU; and,

Whereas the Centers is interested in leasing space in the Game Room of the Price Center to the AS/GSA. 

Therefore, to effectuate the above, stated intent, Centers, and AS/GSA hereby enter into this MASTER SPACE AGREEMENT FOR THE USE OF SPACE IN UCSD PRICE CENTER GAMEROOM BETWEEN THE UCSD UNIVERSITY CENTERS UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA, SAN DIEGO AND ASSOCIATED STUDENTS, UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA, SAN DIEGO AND GRADUATE STUDENT ASSOCIATION,UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA, SAN DIEGO, herein referred to as “Agreement” which outlines their mutual responsibilities.
ARTICLE 1.  PARTIES AND SPACE


Section 1.01. Parties: Centers and AS/GSA hereby agree to the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement, and as such are the parties to this Agreement. 


Section 1.02. Space: Centers agrees to lease to AS/GSA on the terms and conditions described in this Agreement, portions of the UCSD Price Center Game Room consisting of approximately 400 square feet, herein referred to as "Space", which is described in "Exhibits A and A 1", attached hereto and incorporated herein.
ARTICLE 2.  TERM OF AGREEMENT and HOLD OVER


Section 2.01.  Initial Term and Extension: This Agreement shall be for an initial term of two years (2), commencing on April 1, 2004, and ending on March 31, 2006, unless sooner terminated as herein provided. This Agreement may be extended upon the written consent of the Parties for an additional two-year period under the terms and conditions specified in this Agreement, unless otherwise agreed to in writing by the Parties.


Section 2.02. Hold Over: Should AS/GSA hold over and continue in possession of said Space after the expiration of the term of this Agreement or any extension thereof, AS/GSA’s continued occupancy of said Space shall be considered a month-to-month agreement, subject to all the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 3. PAYMENTS


Section 3.01. Amount of Payment: AS/GSA agree to pay to Centers the amount described below for the use of the Space:



1.
Year one - 40 cents per square foot.



2.
Year two - 42 cents per square foot.


Section 3.02. Payment Schedule: AS/GSA shall pay the amounts described in Section 3.01 of this Agreement on a monthly basis with the payments due and owing on the first of each month.  
ARTICLE 4.  PERMITTED USE and SUBLEASES 


Section 4.01. Permitted Use: During the term of this Agreement and any extensions thereof, the Space shall be used for the sole purpose of selling to students and the campus community food items listed in Exhibit B attached hereto and incorporated herein, except that sale of alcohol and tobacco products shall not be permitted.


Section 4.02. Subleases: AS/GSA may enter into a sublease for the use of the Space with any registered student organizations at UCSD, including but not limited to the Food Co-op. Such student organization is referred to in this Agreement as “Vendor”. Said Vendor is to be selected by AS/GSA and must be approved in advance and in writing by Centers. Said sublease shall require that Vendor limit its use of the Space to those uses described in Section 4.01 of this Agreement. In addition, said sublease shall require that Vendor not sell food items that other Price Center retailers have been granted exclusive rights to sell such as but not limited to items listed in Exhibit C attached hereto and incorporated herein.  Said sublease shall also require Vendor to comply with all applicable environmental, health, and safety federal or state laws and UC and UCSD policies and regulations. 


Section 4.03. Kitchen exhaust hood system: A kitchen exhaust hood system will not be installed in the Space, therefore, grilling, baking, frying or other means of preparing food that requires an exhaust hood is not permitted within the Space unless prior written approval is obtained by the University Centers Director and the head of UCSD Environmental Health and Safety Office, hereinafter referred to as “EH&S”.  


Section 4.04. Operation of Business: AS/GSA shall require Vendor to conduct business in the Space during Fall, Winter, and Spring quarter sessions of the academic calendar and when possible during summer session.  AS/GSA shall also require Vendor to display in public view at the entrance of the Space at all times its hours of operation during the week. AS/GSA shall also require Vendor to limit the hours of operation for business conducted in the Space to the operating hours of the Price Center. 

Section 4.05.  Signage:  AS/GSA shall insert a provision in its sublease of the Space to Vendor that requires Vendor to comply with Centers’ guidelines on acceptable signage above the entrance to the Space.   Signage above the entrance to the Space must be approved in writing by the University Centers Director prior to fabrication and installation.  To receive said approval, the Vendor must provide an illustration of the sign and a description of its color, size, placement, and content.   Flyers and posters may be posted in the interior of the Space by Vendor without the approval of Centers.  

Outdoor signage identifying the Vendor shall be provided by Centers.  AS/GSA shall insert a provision in its sublease of the Space that requires Vendor to not paint, affix materials to, or in any way alter the surface of the walls, floors, windows, or ceilings outside of the Space except for approved posting locations identified in the Price Center posting policy.   


Section 4.06.  Waste and Nuisance: AS/GSA will not permit the commission of any waste by Vendor or others in the Space. AS/GSA shall also not maintain, commit or permit the maintenance or commission of any nuisance as defined in Section 3479 of the California Civil Code in or on the Space or permit the use of the Space for any purpose or act that is unlawful or in violation of UC or UCSD policies or regulations.
Section 4.0.7.  Compliance with Applicable Laws by AS/GSA: AS/GSA shall comply with applicable laws and UC/UCSD policies and regulations as required under the terms of the MOU mentioned in Preamble of this Agreement. 

Section 4.08. Compliance with Applicable Laws by AS/GSA’s Vendor:  AS/GSA shall include a provision in any sublease of Space that clearly requires Vendor to comply with applicable law, UC Policies, UCSD regulations and Center’s Price Center Landlord’s Rules and Regulations described in Exhibit D attached hereto and incorporated herein.  

ARTICLE 5.  UTILITIES


Section 5.01. Payment of Utilities: The Space is metered for water, gas, and electricity. During the term of the Agreement, Centers shall recharge AS/GSA for water, gas, and electric services used from the Space.  AS/GSA  shall pay its pro-rata share of non-recyclable and recyclable waste removal from the Price Center and pest control services.  The vendor providing pest control services will be designated by Centers. 

Section 5.02. Telecommunications: AS/GSA shall be responsible for all one time or ongoing to activate and maintain phone equipment and telecommunications services in the Space.  Said fees shall be paid directly to the equipment and service provider by the AS/GSA or Vendor. 


Section 5.03. Possessor Interest Taxes: All possessor interest taxes and assessments levied or assessed against said Space by San Diego County shall be paid, or cause to be paid by AS/GSA before they become delinquent.
ARTICLE 6.  CONDITION OF SPACE, MAINTENANCE, ALTERATIONS AND REPAIRS


Section 6.01. Condition of Space: Centers shall renovate the Space to include quarry tile floors, full-height painted walls, drop ceiling with florescent lighting fixtures and display lighting, electric service panel, electric outlets on the wall, water distribution, hot water heater, hand-washing sink, and dishwashing sink, service counter and cabinets, telephone and telecommunications outlets, soffet at the entrance of the Space for installing signage, and lockable storefront gate enclosure.

AS/GSA accepts said Space in "as is" condition, and the facilities appurtenant thereto, in their present condition and hereby acknowledges that said Space, as well as the improvements thereon and the facilities appurtenant thereto, are in good, clean, safe, and tenantable condition.


Section 6.02.  Maintenance by Centers: Centers shall, at its own cost and expense, maintain in good condition and repair the exterior roof, exterior walls, lockable gate enclosure to the Space, structural supports, water supply system to the fixtures inside the Space, electrical wiring from distribution panels to receptacles, sub-flooring, lighting fixtures installed at time of acceptance of this agreement, locks/hardware, fire sprinkler systems, heating systems, telephone/ data termination panels and the foundation of said Space.  AS/GSA and Vendor shall not perform repairs to the items outlined in this section.  AS/GSA shall insert in any sublease for the Space that requires the Vendor to provide Centers maintenance staff access to Space to conduct repairs at a time when staff are on duty.  

Section 6.03. Repairs by Centers: AS/GSA shall be responsible for the submission to Centers of work orders for repair of all items that are under Center’s maintenance responsibility as identified in Article 6.02 of the Agreement.  Work orders must be submitted through the Centers’ work-order web site: http://fixit.ucsd.edu.  Within ten working days of a receipt of a work order, Centers shall notify the AS/GSA of the schedule of the work to be performed, including the completion date.  

If the requested repair is outside the scope of the responsibility of Centers or if the requested repair is not due to reasonable wear and tear, Centers is not required to perform the work.  At the request of AS/GSA, Center will provide AS/GSA an estimated cost of the repair and will perform the work if AS/GSA agrees to covers the cost. 
Section 6.04. Liability for Repairs: Centers shall not be liable for any damage to Vendor’s equipment or supplies resulting from Centers' failure to make any repairs required under Article 6 of this Agreement unless notice of the need for such repairs, as outlined in section 6.03, is provided to Centers as required by this Agreement and Centers has failed to make the needed repairs for a period of thirty (30) days after receipt of the notice for said repairs. Except that Centers shall not be liable unless prevented from completing said repairs by causes not the fault of the Centers.  


Section 6.05.  Maintenance by AS/GSA: Except as otherwise expressly provided in Section 6.02 of this Agreement, AS/GSA either directly or through its Vendor, shall maintain in good order and repair, at its own cost and expense, all portions of said Space as well as all improvements and all facilities appurtenant to said Space in good order and repair. In addition, AS/GSA either directly or through its Vendor, must maintain said Space in a safe and clean condition and in as good condition as when said Space was received by Vendor from Centers, reasonable wear and tear excepted. AS/GSA shall also remove or cause Vendor to remove of all trash, garbage and debris from the Space and shall deliver or cause Vendor to deliver it to the trash compactor in the Price Center. Except that AS/GSA shall also deliver or cause to be delivered to the Price Center loading dock all recyclable material removed from said Space.  

AS/GSA and Vendor will be responsible for all expenses associated for the cleaning, maintaining, replacing, and repairing the Space related to:

 -    flooring, 

· ceiling tiles, 

· light bulbs to fixtures inside the Space,

· plumbing fixtures inside the Space,

· interior walls, surfaces, counters, cabinets, doors, base and/or moldings,

· interior walls,

· trade fixtures

     Section 6.06. Repairs by AS/GSA

Before contracting for services and labor of any contractor(s) or individual(s) to perform repairs to areas outlined in section 6.05, AS/GSA and/or Vendor shall obtain the written consent of the University Centers Director to employ, engage or contract for the services and labor of any contractor(s) or individual(s).   Electrical and plumbing repairs of fixtures and trades fixtures in the Space must be conducted by qualified, licensed, insured trades persons.  

Section 6.07. Alterations and Liens:  

(a). AS/GSA and Vendor shall bear financial and legal liability for any and all expenses associated with alterations, improvements, additions or Utility Installations to the Space. As used in this Section 6.07 of the Agreement the term, "Utility Installation", shall mean installation of electrical distribution systems, lighting fixtures, space heaters, air conditioning, HVAC equipment systems, and plumbing systems.  
AS/GSA and Vendor shall not make any alterations, improvements, additions, or Utility Installations in, on, around, or about the Space without prior written consent of the University Centers Director.    Depending on the scale of the project, Centers may require AS/GSA to provide at its sole cost and expense a lien and completion bond in an amount equal to one and one-half (1 .5) times the estimated cost of such alterations, improvements, additions, or Utility Installations to insure Centers against liability for mechanics' and material men's liens and to insure completion of the work.  

Should any alterations, improvements, additions, or Utility Installations occur without the approval of Centers, AS/GSA shall remove any or all such unauthorized alterations, improvements, additions, or Utility Installations upon the written request from Centers.  Should AS/GSA fail or refuse to remove said unauthorized items Centers may, proceed with their removal within five business days from the date of Centers’ request. Centers shall be entitled to full reimbursement for all costs associated with its removal of unauthorized alterations, improvements, additions, or Utility Installations. 
(b) Before commencing the work, AS/GSA shall submit written plans and specifications for prior approval by Centers of any alterations, improvements, additions or Utility Installations in, on, around or about the Space.  Before commencing the work, AS/GSA will ensure that the Vendor has obtained the written consent of the University Centers Director to employ, engage or contract for the services and labor of any contractor(s) or individual(s) the work in connection with said alterations, improvements, additions, or Utility Installations.  Electrical and plumbing work must be conducted by qualified, licensed, insured trades persons.  All alterations, additions, improvements, and installations must be in compliance with applicable laws, UCSD polices and Centers' requirements.   At Center’s sole option, consent may be contingent upon provision by AS/GSA of licenses, permits, and insurance as required by law and UCSD regulations.   
AS/GSA and Vendor shall keep the Space free and clear from any and all liens, claims, and demands for work performed, materials furnished, or operations conducted on said Space at the request of AS/GSA and/or Vendor.  Furthermore, any and all alterations, additions, improvements, and fixtures, except furniture and trade fixtures, made or placed in or on said Space by AS/GSA and/or Vendor shall, on expiration or termination of this Agreement, become the property of Centers, provided, however, that Centers shall have the option, upon the expiration or termination of this Agreement, of requiring AS/GSA and/or Vendor, at their sole cost and expense, to remove any or all such alterations, additions, improvements, or fixtures from said Space.


Section 6.08. Inspection of Space: AS/GSA shall permit Centers or Centers' agents, representative, or employees to enter said Space at anytime during posted business hours for the purpose of inspecting said Space to determine whether AS/GSA and/or Vendor are complying with the terms of this Agreement and for the purpose of performing or conducting other lawful acts that may be necessary to protect the health of safety of any person of to prevent damage to said Space or property in, on, around or about said Space or to protect Centers' interest in said Space under this Agreement or to perform Centers' duties under this Agreement.  When inspection is necessary during non-posted operating hours, a twenty-four (24) hour notice shall be given to AS/GSA, and Vendor. Upon the execution of this Agreement AS/GSA and Vendor shall provide Director of Centers a list of contact persons and provide Centers a corrected list if any changes in contacts occur.


Section 6.09. Twenty-four Hour Prior Notice: Twenty-four (24) hour advance notification is not required when Centers staff and/or UCSD personnel must access the Space, in case of emergencies, including, but not limited to situations in which, in the sole judgment of Centers’ employees or agents, human life or damage to the property is in immediate jeopardy.  Seeking to enforce compliance with UCSD Policies and Procedures shall not constitute an emergency unless in the sole judgment of Centers’ employees or agents, the activity, event or circumstances involve a threat to the health or safety of any person or poses an immediate danger of damage to property.  In case of an emergency where access was required without advance notification, Centers will notify the AS/GSA or Vendor in writing as soon as practicable but within 24 hours from the occurrence.  


Section 6.10.  Surrender of Space: Upon the expiration or termination of this Agreement, or any extensions or renewals of this Agreement, AS/GSA shall surrender and deliver said Space to Centers by no later than the end of the normal business hours on the date of termination, in as good condition as it was on the date of the execution of this Agreement, reasonable wear and tear excepted. 


Section 6.11.  Key Issuance and Usage: Centers key system shall be utilized by AS and GSA.  Keys shall be issued through the Office of the University Centers Director.  Eighteen (18) keys shall be made available at no charge.  Any additional keys may be provided to AS/GSA or Vendor at a minimum cost of $25/per key. AS/GSA or Vendor shall, at their sole cost and expense, pay any and all charges for the re-keying of the Space if AS/GSA or Vendor lose one or more keys, which in the sole judgment of Centers may result in the compromise of the security of said Space.


Section 6.11. Additional Keys: Keys are provided solely to Centers Maintenance personnel and the UCSD Police Department, to be used for necessary maintenance, repairs and emergency access only. UCSD officials shall log the time and purpose of entry when using a key at times other than during the times that the Vendor’s is open for business.  These log books shall be made available for inspection to AS/GSA and Vendor upon request from one of their authorized representatives.

ARTICLE 7.  TRADE FIXTURES


Section 7.01. Installation of Trade Fixtures: 

(a) During the term of this Agreement and any renewal or extension of such term, AS/GSA and/or Vendor may install and affix in, to, or on said Space such items, identified herein as "trade fixtures".    Trade fixtures include items such as display racks, cash registers, freezer and cooler units, and food preparation, serving and cooking equipment and other appliances.  Trade fixtures installed in the Space must be in good working condition and free from faults and defects.  AS/GSA and Vendor shall maintain its trade fixtures in good working order.  AS/GSA and Vendor shall use electrical appliances and equipment that draw less than 20 amps and plug these devices directly into the electrical receptacles in the Space.  No extension cords or multi-plug adapters should be used. 

(b) Prior to the installation of trade fixtures that require electrical connections other than those that plug directly into existing receptacles or connections to the plumbing system, AS/GSA and/or Vendor shall submit to the University Centers Director for review and approval a written description of this equipment, including type, manufacturer, and age of the equipment, and proposed location in the Space.  Centers approval or disapproval of such equipment will be based solely on Center’s assessment and judgment of the condition of the equipment and compatibility with the electrical, plumbing, structural, and mechanical systems in the Space.   Electrical connections and connections to the plumbing system of the trade fixtures must be performed by qualified, licensed, insured trades persons. 

Section 7.02. Removal of Trade Fixtures: Any and all Trade Fixtures installed by AS/GSA and/or Vendor that can be removed without structural damage to said Space of any building or improvements on said Space shall remain the property of the AS/GSA and may be removed by AS/GSA at its sole expense any time prior to the expiration or termination of this Agreement.


Section 7.03. Trade Fixtures as Security for Agreement: Upon the default by AS/GSA of performance of any obligation under this Agreement, Centers shall immediately have the remedies allowed under Article 9 of this Agreement and may take any other action permitted or required pursuant to UCSD Policies and Procedures.

Section 7.04. Un-removed Trade Fixtures: Any Trade Fixtures described in this Agreement that are not removed from the Space by AS/GSA within forty-five (45) Calendar days after the expiration or termination of this Agreement shall be deemed abandoned by and shall automatically become the property of Centers. 

ARTICLE 8.  INSURANCE


Section 8.01. Insurance: AS and GSA shall comply with the insurance requirements as specified by the UCSD Risk Management Office.

ARTICLE 9.  DEFAULT, ASSIGNMENT, AND TERMINATION


Section 9.01. Transfer of Assignment: AS/GSA may not assign, or otherwise transfer this Agreement, or any right or interest in this Agreement, or any right to use said Space or any of the improvements that may now or hereafter be constructed or installed on said Space without the express written consent of Centers.  Any assignment or transfer, without the prior written consent of Centers, whether it be voluntary or involuntary, by operation of law or otherwise, is void and shall, and at the sole option of Centers, may result in the termination of said assignment or transfer and this Agreement.  Any assignment or transfer of this Agreement by AS/GSA shall incorporate all the terms and conditions of this Agreement into said assignment or transfer.


Section 9.02. Breach or Abandonment by AS/GSA: Should AS/GSA abandon the Space or default or fail in the performance of any of the covenants, terms, conditions, or provisions contained in this Agreement, AS/GSA shall considered to have breached the Agreement and Centers may re-enter and regain possession of said Space upon delivery of written notice of said breach to AS/GSA at its offices in the UCSD Price Center.  


Section 9.03.  Cumulative Remedies: The remedies provided under this Agreement for Center’s benefit shall not be exclusive but shall be cumulative and in addition to all remedies now or hereafter allowed by law, UC or UCSD polices.


Section 9.04. Waiver of Breach: The waiver by Centers of any breach by AS/GSA and/or Vendor of any of the terms, conditions or provisions of this Agreement shall not constitute a continuing waiver or a waiver of any subsequent breach by AS/GSA and/or Vendor of either the same or another provision of this Agreement.

Section 9.05. Option to Terminate Agreement: At the end of the initial term or the end of any extension of the term of this Agreement, Centers at its sole discretion may terminate this Agreement if one or more of the following conditions occurred during the term:

a. After the first year of the agreement, sales in the Space are below $75,000 in a calendar year.

b. More than five instances during the academic year where the operation was closed for the entire day when signage posted at the Space indicated the operation would be open.

c. More than one instance in a calendar year of where a UCSD health and safety survey of the Space resulted in a score below 90 points.

d. Instance of damage to the Space where the cost to repair such damage is in excess of $1,000.

e. More than one instance in calendar year where Centers has provided written to notice to AS/GSA and/or Vendor of violation of exclusive rights granted to other Price Center vendors and the violation was not cured by AS/GSA and/or Vendor within five (5) days from the date of the written notice of such violation. 

f. More than one instance in a calendar year where Centers have provided written notice to AS/GSA and/or Vendor of the presence or consumption of alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs in the Space.

g. Failure to maintain appropriate insurance as required by the Risk Management Office. 

h.  Instance where AS/GSA and/or Vendor 1) conducted unauthorized repairs outlined in section 6.02, or 2) conducted alterations, improvements, additions, or Utility Installations to the Space without complying to sections 6.05 and 6.06, or 3) installed a trade fixture without complying to section 7.01 (b). 

ARTICLE 10.  MISCELLANEOUS


Section 10.01. Unavoidable Delays: Should Centers or AS/GSA be prevented or delayed in the performance of any act required by this Agreement to be performed by reason of an act of God, strike, lockout, labor troubles, inability to secure materials, restrictive governmental laws or regulations, act of the Regents of the University of California, the time for performance of such act will be extended for a period equal to the period of the delay and performance of the act during the period of delay will be excused, unless the failure to perform said act requires termination of this Agreement, in which case the monthly payments required under Article 3 of this Agreement shall be payable only to the date of said termination; provided, however, that nothing contained in this section shall excuse the prompt payment by AS/GSA of said monthly payments as required by this Agreement or the performance of any act rendered difficult solely because of the financial condition of the party required to perform the act.


Section 10.02. Notices: Except for request for repair work orders, any and all notices or other communications required or permitted by this Agreement or by regulation to be served on or given to the parties to this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be deemed duly served and given to the intended recipient of said notice when personally delivered to the party at their office location, as listed in the UCSD Campus Directory, with an executed acknowledgement of receipt, or in lieu of such personal service when sent to said party by certified U.S. mail to the UCSD mail code address of said party.  Notices to Centers should be addressed as follows:

Section 10.03.  Binding on Successors: This Agreement shall be binding on the Parties and their successors and assigns, and shall inure to the benefit of the future current and future UCSD students, faculty and administrators, However, nothing in this Section of the Agreement shall be construed as a consent by Centers to any assignment of this Agreement or any interest therein by AS/GSA or Vendor, except as explicitly provided in Article 9 of this Agreement.


Section 10.04. Partial Invalidity: Should any part of this Agreement be held either invalid, void, or unenforceable, the remaining terms, conditions and provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 10.05. Sole and Only Agreement: This instrument constitutes the sole Agreement between Centers and AS/GSA respecting said Space and correctly sets forth the obligations of Centers and AS/GSA. Any agreements or representations respecting the Space not expressly set forth in this Agreement are null and void.  AS/GSA for efficiency purposes may delegate through sub-agreements with Vendor the coordination the items of the sections of this Agreement as described below in this section. Those sections and items are as follows:

7.01
Installation of trade fixtures 


The delegation by AS/GSA of the above listed items to Vendor does not in any way relieve AS/GSA of its obligations under the terms of this Agreement or of its liability, responsibility, and oversight responsibilities which the AS/GSA assumes for its Vendors.
